TOMATOES 

 

As we all know, growing tomatoes in this climate requires time and patience.  If you choose to 

start you own plants, they must be started early in a sunny south window. 

 

Once they are ready to transplant, do not plant them too close together and cover them with a 

good layer of straw mulch which will #l suppress the weeds and #2 keep the soil moist. 

 

Tomatoes need to be pruned often; first eliminate the suckers that appear between the branch and 

the stem, just pinch them out.  Also remove any branches that are brown or wilted.  A healthy 

unstressed plant should put out three branches then a cluster of fruit, three more branches and 

another cluster of fruit.  Once the tomato plant has reached a good size you can start removing 

three branches a week from the bottom of your plant.  By the time the fruit is ripe there will be 

no leaves blow that first cluster. 

 

Avoid pruning tomatoes with a knife or other sharp tools, snapping them off with your fingers is 

easy and the wound heals quickly 

 

Tomatoes should be picked just before they start to change color.  The reason for this is the plant 

thinks it has successfully produced fruit, if they are left on the vine and it begins to shut down 

and produce less.  However if the fruit is removed the plant does not think it has accomplished 

its job and keeps putting energy into producing fruit.   

 

Blossom end rot is often a problem with tomatoes, it is caused by a lack of calcium.  It does not 

mean there is not enough calcium in your soil, rather the plant canôt absorb it quickly enough for 

its needs.  One cause of this is uneven watering. 

 

It is said that if you compost your tomato plants in a separate bin in the fall for use the next 

spring, it will go a long way to insure youôre your plants have the nutrients they require. 

 

Tomatoes should never be stored in the fridge, yes they will keep longer but you lose that home 

grown flavor you were striving for.

Planting by the moon -   Crops that produce their yield above ground should be planted during 

the Waxing (New moon to Full).  During the Waning (Full moon to New) is the time to plant 

root crops.

Many of the following plants spread through underground roots or stolons and can become very invasive and some 

will self seed profusely.

Caragana ï [Caragana arborescens] 

Gout Weed ï [Aegopodium podagaria]               

also known as bishopôs weed and snow on the mountain

[Lythrum salicaria] 

noxious weed 

 

Ox-eye Daisy ï
